Our theme for this semester is the Old
Testament. Contrary to what one may
think, Adam and Eve weren’t the first
“characters” introduced in the Bible. God
the Father was. The second was the Holy
Spirit. From Genesis 1:1, “In the begin-

the earth, the earth was a formless wasteland, and darkness covered
the abyss, while a mighty wind swept over the waters. We recognize
the Father as the creator and the Holy Spirit as the wind.

The first thing God does is speak, and we know John 1:1 that Jesus is
the Word of God. So, in the first chapter of Genesis, we’re introduced
to the entire Trinity. That’s why, when Adam and Eve are created, God
can say: “Let US make man in OUR image, after OUR likeness” (Gen
1:26, emphasis added.)

All of Scripture is a gradual revelation of God. This year we’ll study
how God is revealed in Scripture and the different ways we can read
the Bible and grow spiritually from it. Tonight, we simply introduce
the ultimate Author of Scripture - the Triune God.
